Tech Tips for Power Outages  
‘Tis the season for summer storms and power surges! Sometimes outages or even slight flickers in 
your power can affect electronic devices in your home such as wireless routers, computers, and set-
top boxes. If a device doesn’t power back up, it may not work correctly. You may need to reboot the 
device or manually power off the device, wait a few minutes, and power it back on. Also, make sure 
a breaker has not been tripped in the event of power loss. 

Managed Wi-Fi  
If you rent a Managed Wi-Fi router, simply reboot the device, 
by unplugging the power supply. Wait 30 seconds – 1 
minute, plug back into the outlet, and wait for the face of the 
router to turn solid green. DO NOT hit the “Reset” button on 
the router. This button is so small you need a pin, and it may 
reset your router to factory settings (this could generate a 
service call for a technician to fix).
